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The Boatman of Pitnacree: was first published in a pipe setting in Donald MacDonald’s 
Collection of Quicksteps, Strathspeys, Reels & Jigs in 1828.  There are a number of later 
versions but old Donald’s is still probably the best way of the tune.  Pitnacree is on the Tay, 
about four miles north east of Aberfeldy.
